Relevance. The history of the Comintern has not yet been studied properly in domestic science. A full-fledged
scientific reflection in this direction requires the consideration of various aspects, including the specifics of the scien-
tific dispute in the English historiography of the Ill International between representatives of the two directions: tradi-
tionalist and revisionist, which originates in the 1980s. And continues to the present.

The purpose of the study is to analyze this discussion.
